16. Parliamentary Counsel – legal officers who draft Bills and amendments





11. Clerk – advises the speaker and understands the Standing Orders (or the rules of the meeting). The clerk does not belong to any political party





2.The Premier – the leader of the government. The government is the major political party who have won the most seats in the House of Assembly





3. The Deputy Premier – The Premier’s deputy and has a ministerial portfolio





5. Government Backbenchers – members of the government who won a seat at the election





4. The Ministers – responsible for various ministerial portfolios ie Education, Health and Transport





10. Cross Benches – eg National Party, Greens and Independents. These are members of Parliament who do not belong to the two major parties





15. Radio and Press Journalists Gallery – able to record broadcast quality sound from here





17. Clerk’s Assistants – assists the Clerk and Deputy Clerk





12. Deputy Clerk/Serjeant-at-Arms – assists the Clerk and Deputy Clerk and responsible for security. A Serjeant-at-Arms also carries the mace and escorts the Speaker into the chamber





7. Deputy Leader of the Opposition – the Leader of the Opposition’s deputy and has a shadow ministerial portfolio





6. Leader of the Opposition – the opposition is the major political party who have won the second most seats in the House of Assembly





8. Opposition Shadow Ministers – responsible for following ministerial portfolios





9. Opposition Backbenchers – have won a seat at the election but do not hold a shadow portfolio
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
